Dear Governor Schweitzer:

Like most Montanans I have benefited from Plum Creek Timber Company’s open lands policy. Public access is important to me. We have a remarkable opportunity to maintain public access on about 111,000 acres of Plum Creek lands by acquiring them for State ownership. If these lands are subdivided for second homes, fences and No Trespassing signs will go up, limiting our opportunities for hunting, fishing, snowmobiling and cross country skiing.
I am also concerned about protecting wildlife habitat and maintaining a viable timber economy. If we can’t protect these lands, habitat will be compromised and our timber economy will be further weakened.

Please set aside the necessary funding to acquire the Plum Creek lands available for the people of Montana. This is an opportunity we can’t pass up.
